“Who is that? That’s Geraldine. What kind 
of animal is Geraldine?” 

Say, “What do you think this story will be 
about?”

Talk about a personal experience related to 
the pictures on the front of the book. 

“Geraldine is a pig. We saw a pig last 
weekend. Where did we see the pig?”
