Examples of errors of omission in Spanish

C habia una vez *una rana *que saltaba.

Cy larana brincé *lo *mas fuerte que pudo.

C *auxverb agarrando algo de comer la sefiora.

C una vez un nifio *verb con su perro su ranita y su tortuga.
C un gato *auxverb durmindose *con un bebe.

C luego *la rana brincé.

Examples of errors of commission in Spanish

C y luego se brincé la rana.

C lo ponga en su lengua.

C y luego un gato la estaba viendo la rana.

C andaba feliz de la rana.

C van a en el parque con sus animales el perro la tortuga y el rana
C y la rana vio con una sefiora con una carriola con un bebé.

C el nifio se iba a ir a la parque.

C la mama estabal abriendo la libro.

C el bebé vio que con sus ojos a la rana.

C la mama que lo cargo.

C y cuando de pronto sacé la mano se descubri que la rana estaba colgada en su mano.

Examples of errors of omission in English

C *He is see/*ing the girl.

C the cat catch/*tense the frog.

C then *he goes with other family.

C the frog *is in the baby/z *carriage.

C then he was *having so so *much fun.
C “*There is something over here" "

C the kid is start/*ing *to cry.

C and then they *were gone.

C the boy *was putting a turtle and a rabbit in a bucket.
C and she says “Bye" to *her friends.

C the cat looks *at one dog.

Examples of errors of commission in English

C he put he hand in the basket
C he was gonna go in all the park all by hisself.




C that they didn't saw him.

C and it was time for eat

C they was have/ing a picnic.

C then the ribbit is jumps over the boy.

C and the frog throweded.

C he sticked his tongue out.

C and the kid is looking it to the boat.

C then the little boy cried to her mommy.
